NOTES AND REGULATIONS: PLEASE READ CAREFULLY.

1. Financial support is available to enable young or student Fellows of the Society to read papers on Scottish themes at conferences of international standing within Britain or abroad. 
2. All applications for bursaries are to be made on this form.  All application forms and references MUST be signed; a digital signature will be accepted. No appended material will be considered and applicants must remain within the prescribed word-limits.
3. The closing date for receipt of all applications at the Society's offices is 30 November, when a single reference in support of each application should also be received.  Late references may be admitted in exceptional circumstances at the discretion of the Grants and Awards Committee Convener; late applications cannot be considered.

4. It is the applicant's responsibility to identify a referee with established expertise in the field and to ensure that the referee submits a reference on the appropriate form by the closing date.  The referee should normally not be:

· A member of the Society of Antiquaries of Scotland Grants and Awards Committee (list available on the Society website at http://www.socantscot.org/about-us/committees/).
· A member of the same institution as the applicant.
· A participant in, or associate of, the project for which funding is sought.
· In the case of students, their principal supervisor.
· An applicant for a Grant in the same year; should this be the case, the referee’s own application will normally be disallowed.
5. Referees should be made aware that applicants may request to see references that are furnished to the Society.

6. Applicants should be aware that the average size of grant awarded is £300 and are awarded competitively.  Larger grants can be awarded at the discretion of the Grants and Awards Committee. 
7. Members of the Grants and Awards Committee, their close relatives and associates are not debarred from applying for funds from the Society, but conflicts of interest must be identified to the Grants and Awards Committee Convener timeously and individuals will be required to leave the room when discussion of such projects takes place.

8. Applicants must be Fellows of the Society and either under 26 years old at 30 November of year of application or who are full time matriculated students.
9. Travel and accommodation costs should be priced economically; the Society does not currently have large sums to disburse and the Grants and Awards Committee will examine expenses in detail.
10. Where a quotation/budget for activity to be funded by the Society is provided by the same organisation or directly affiliated organisation as the applicant the Grants and Awards Committee will expect to see quotations/budgets from external sources for comparison.
11. Grants will not be awarded to directly pay the salary of persons holding existing appointments. 
12. Applicants are responsible for securing all necessary permissions to attend the conference, normally prior to application for funds.
13. Applicants are also required to ensure that all necessary funding to attend the conference as stated in your application has been acquired or agreed in writing prior to embarking and claiming funds from the Society.

14. The Society encourages the use of social media platforms to inform about bursaries and the papers related to them prior, during and on completion of the conference.  Please advise the Director of any hashtags (twitter hashtag #socantscotresearch), usernames etc. to be followed and potentially promoted by the Society (@socantscot) during the bursary.

15. Applicants must send a brief report of their bursary funded attendance at a conference (not more than two sides of A4 single spaced in 12 point text) and at least one electronic image where possible (in jpeg or similar format – separate from text) suitable for posting on the Society's website, by 15 November following successful application.  This report should include direct reference to how the Society's funding helped.
16. Applicants must normally submit accounts with relevant receipts and supporting information, to the Director by 15 November in the year for which funds were awarded.  This will be reported at the following meeting of the Grants and Awards Committee.  Where this timescale may occasion difficulties, applicants must notify the Society Director timeously.

17. Moneys made available by the Society but not or incompletely disbursed by 31 December of the year in which the grant is made must be returned the following month, unless exceptional circumstances have been accepted in writing by the Director of the Society.
18. No further applications from any individual will be countenanced in cases where satisfactory accounts and a report for any earlier grant have not been submitted.

19. The Society must be acknowledged in all publications and promotions resulting from any conference attendance to which it has contributed funds.  Where the Society is the main source of funds for a paper, it is expected that the Society will be offered first option to publish the conference paper.
20. The Grants and Awards Committee meets in Spring, and applicants will be notified of the result of their application after ratification by Council.
